~From the Pastor ~  Gratitude in all Things  

Spiritual Reflections for the Sacred Feast of all Saints 

S A I N T S.  Our churches are named after 

them, we pray to them, & every day of the 

year we pay special honor to one or more of 

them.  Many Catholics are given the name of 

a patron saint’s name at confirmation.   The 

naming of new saints even makes the 

headlines.   It’s safe to say the Catholic faith is 

filled with saints!   But much about saints 

remains mysterious to Catholics.   How does 

one become a canonized saint?  What does 

intercession mean, & how does it work?   What is the role of a 

patron saint?   SANCTUS, SANCTUS, SANCTUS.  The word 

“saint” comes from the Latin sanctus meaning “holy.”   So a 

“saint” is first & foremost a holy person who is presumed to be 

with God in heaven.   There are two kinds of saints-holy people 

& canonized saints.  The first kind are those good people, like 

your grandmother, who lived a holy life & whom we hope (& 

pray) are now in heaven.   These are the saints who “go 

marching in” in the famous Southern spiritual of the same 

name.   The second kind of saints are those with a capital “S” in 

front of their names, like St. Peter, St. John Paul II, St. Teresa of 

Calcitta.  These individuals lived such exemplary lives that, after 

an exhaustive process, called canonization, the Church formally 

& officially pronounces they are now in heaven.     

As an important part of our desire to love, 

obey and follow God, we are blessed to be able 

to gather in the Sacred Eucharist to celebrate 

the FEAST OF ALL SAINTS, the first day of 

the month of November. This 

special feast is provided for 

by the Holy Mother Church 

as a beautiful opportunity to 

examine our spiritual lives. 

In this review, we are able to determine if we 

are progressing toward a greater degree of 

SANCTITY and HOLINESS. As we recall, 

and honor of the SAINTS who have gone 

before us, we are able to recognize that their 

holiness is revealed in their strong and intense 

willingness to open their hearts and their souls 

to God's Will and His Presence as lived out in 

their ordinary and everyday lives in the Spirit 

of God's Grace and Trust. Every single one of 

the hundreds and hundreds of SAINTS in the 

Roman Catholic Faith has a strong 

willingness to center their hearts and souls to 

GOD ALONE. As we celebrate this Eucharist, 

we pray to God asking for His help and 

guidance to follow the example of the SAINTS 

who continually imitated their LOVE FOR 

GOD and who are constant in their prayers 

and intercessions for each of us.

November 1, 2017 ~ Feast of all Saints 

Holy Day of Obligation 

Our readings today aren't really about vineyards and grapes. 

The Scripture passages from both Isaiah and Matthew actually 

are about ingratitude.  Like the vineyard owners in the readings, 

God has treated us as "his cherished plant," lavishing on us his 

constant, generous and loving care. But in our materialistic, 

secularized culture, how many of us even notice our multitude of 

everyday blessings, let alone acknowledge them as the gifts from 

God that they are? And how many of us give appropriate 

thanks? What would it take to get us to pay attention? Or to 

humble ourselves and give thanks? Many years ago, as the story 

is told, a devout was disturbed by the ingratitude of his royal 

court. He prepared a large banquet for them. When the king 

and his royal guests were seated, a beggar shuffled into the hall, 

by prearrangement, sat down at the king's table and gorged 

himself with food. Without saying a word, he then left the room. 

The guests were furious and asked permission to seize the tramp 

and tear him limb from limb for his ingratitude.  The king 

replied, "That beggar has done only once to an earthly king 

what each of you does three times each day to God." 

Fortunately, Jesus has left us with a charge to celebrate a 

banquet of thanks and praise in the Eucharist. We gather 

together, Sunday after Sunday, to be reminded in word and 

sacrament just how blessed and cared for we are. United with 

and supported by one another, we remember the truth about 

God, about Jesus, about the Good News. And as we ought, we 

give thanks — and we are then fed with the living body and 

blood of Christ. When the Mass ends, we are sent forth as 

members of the Body of Christ to be messengers as well as 

instruments of God's caring for others. If we do these things, we 

can live in trust and in hope. As Paul reminds us, we must "have 

no anxiety at all, but in everything, by prayer and petition, with 

thanksgiving, [we can] make [our] requests known to God. Then 

the peace of God that surpasses all understanding will 

guard [our] hearts and minds in Christ Jesus."

Oct. The Month of The Most Holy Rosary 

The landowner who planted a vineyard presupposes that hired 

tenants can be trusted, that additional servants will be able to 

obtain his produce, and that, when all else fails, treacherous 

people will respect the sacrosanct relationship of father and son. 

In short, the man is looking only for common decency. But in us, 

even that fails. That is why Saint Paul pleads, "Keep on doing 

what you have learned and received and heard and seen in me." 

For at one time he had been like those murderous servants. But, 

converted to what is true, honorable, just, pure, and gracious, he 

proclaims that we are the cherished vineyard to whom the Father 

sends his Son.  

"It could be said that each mystery of the 

rosary, carefully meditated, sheds light on the 

mystery of man. Cast your burden on the Lord 

and he will sustain you' (Ps 55:23). To pray the 

rosary is to hand over our burdens to the 

merciful hearts of Christ and his Mother. The 

rosary does indeed 'mark the rhythm of 

human life,' bringing it into harmony with the 

'rhythm' of God's own life, in the joyful 

communion of the Holy Trinity, our life's 

destiny and deepest longing. Through the 

rosary the faithful receive abundant grace, as though from the 

very hands of the Mother of the Redeemer. " —Saint John Paul 

Saints in Scripture  

In Scripture, the use of the word, ‘SAINTS” 

is often used to address Christians who live 

in a particular area-for example, St. Paul’s 

letter to the Corinthians: “To the Church of 

God which is at Corinth, to those sanctified 

in Christ Jesus, called to be saints together 

with all those who in every place call on the 

name of our Lord.” (1 Cor. 1:2).  “Saints” 

appear sixty-seven times in Scripture.   Most of the saints 

mentioned in Scripture have become part of the official canon of 

saints of the Catholic Church even though they were never 

formally canonized.
